
    	 “The President then introduced the subject of the 
function and future of the Association.  After extensive 
discussion the Board voted unanimously to recommend to 
the Group that the Association be disbanded and formal 
reunions be discontinued and that instead a place be des-
ignated each year at which those members desiring could 
gather for an informal meeting.  Savannah was suggested as 
the ýrst such meeting site for next year because of interest 
in the 8th Air Force Museum.  Dayton was also mentioned.  
Part of the recommendation is that the Group History, and 
publication of the Outer Circle be continued.  Financing the 
publication of the Outer Circle may become a problem and 
the Board recommended we subsequently consider distri-
bution on a Subscription basis.  Email was discussed as a 
means of communication among some members.  Also there 
was discussion of access to the Outer Circle online.”
    	 Motion that the recommendation of the Board be ad-
opted was duly made and seconded.  The motion was then 
approved by unanimous vote.
    	 There being no further business, on motion duly made 
and seconded, the meeting was adjourned.
